Who puts this parade on, and what'’s its purpose?

The 5th annual Tractor Parade, proudly sponsored by the Niagara-on-the-Lake Lions Club,
has become a cherished local tradition that celebrates the Town's vibrant agricultural
community and lights up the streets of Virgil. This year, over 80 tractors are participating!

What time will the roads close and reopen?
All roads will close at 5:30 p.m. Roads will reopen gradually as the last tractor passes
through different sections of the community.

What roads are closed, and what are the detour routes?
Full road closures are in place, with emergency access only:
e Line 2 Road (From Concession 4 Road to Four Mile Creek Road)
Four Mile Creek Road (From Line 2 Road to Pleasant Lane)
Pleasant Lane (From Four Mile Creek Road to Elden Street)
Elden Street (From Pleasant Lane to Penner Street)
Penner Street / Line 1 Road (From Elden Street to Concession 4 Road)
Concession 4 Road (From Line 1 Road to Line 2 Road)

Local traffic only occurs at certain intersections. These include:
e Intersection of East and West Line and Four Mile Creek Road
e Intersection of Line 1 Road and Concession 6 Road
e |Intersection of Niagara Stone Road and Henegan Road
e |Intersection of Niagara Stone Road and Concession 4 Road

Detour routes around the closure as follows:
e Concession 2 Road (from East and West Line to Line 3 Road)
e East and West Line (from Concession 6 Road to Concession 2 Road)
e Concession 6 Road (from East and West Line to Line 3 Road)
e Line 3 Road (from Concession 6 Road to Concession 2 Road)

How will emergency services access Virgil during the closure?

Emergency services will continue to have access throughout the closure. Emergency
vehicles will be permitted to travel through the closed area as needed, and the Town will
coordinate closely with emergency service providers to support uninterrupted access.

Where can | park?

Parking is permitted in any public parking area or on-street parking in Virgil, except where
“No Parking” signs are posted. Pleasant Lane, Elden Street and Penner Street will be closed
to parking. Please allow plenty of time to find parking and get your spot!

Can | access/leave a business during the parade (i.e., grocery shopping, eating out)?
Roads will reopen gradually as the last tractor passes through different sections of the
community. It is recommended that you plan your visit to businesses before or after the
parade to avoid inconvenience.

Should attendees expect to see filming or photography at the event?
Yes. Filming and photography will take place throughout the event, including the use of
drones, with all required permissions in place.

Where is the best place to watch the parade?
There are many great places to watch the parade! Notable mentions are the intersection of
Niagara Stone Road and Four Mile Creek Road and Town Hall (1593 Four Mile Creek Road).
